LOCATION & TRANSPORTATION

ROOM RESERVATION 

You must CALL THE HOTEL DIRECT and mention the USS Donner Reunion and specify if you 
want a room with two queen size beds or one king bed when making your reservations.  Toll-
free reservations:  (800) 228-5157 or local phone number (757) 461-6251.  Room rates are 
$89.00 plus tax and include a FULL HOT BREAKFAST BUFFET from 6:00am-9:30am (Mon-Fri) 
and from 7:00am-10:00am (Sat & Sun).  Rate is based on single/double occupancy - $10 per 
additional adult fee applies. Cut-off date for reservations is April 1, 2014 at which time 
unreserved rooms will be released from group block and reservations will be accepted upon 
availability.  Individuals make own reservations and are responsible for all own expenses.  
Individual changes and/or cancellations can be made up to 24 hours prior to the date of arrival 
to avoid a one night room and tax penalty. Check-in is 3:00pm; Check-out is 11:00am.  Early 
check in/late check-out based on hotel availability.

LOCAL TOURS 

Event A:  Friday, May 2, 2014 – 9:00 AM – 2:00 PM 
 

RIDING VIRGINIA BEACH TOUR 

 Board the coach with your guide to enjoy 
beautiful views of the Atlantic Ocean and 
the Chesapeake Bay as you learn about the 
history of Virginia’s largest city and get the 
pulse on current day Virginia Beach. 

 See the First Landing Cross at Cape Henry 
where the English colonists first came 
ashore in 1607 prior to settling at nearby 
Jamestown. Walk out on the overlook to see 
where the bay and the ocean meet, and 
where the famous Battle of the Capes took 
place during the Revolutionary War. 

 Enjoy a stop at the Old Cape Henry 
Lighthouse, built in 1792, this lighthouse 
was active until the late 1800’s and is 
currently a Virginia Historic Landmark. 
Guests may choose to climb to the top of 
the Lighthouse (small admission fee, pay on 
own) or shop in the gift shop for all things 
Lighthouse related. 

 Ride down the resort strip, see the historic 
Cavalier Hotel as well as the Tidewater 
Veterans Memorial, a unique structure 
which pays homage to veterans 
everywhere. 

 
JOINT EXPEDITIONARY BASE WEST (LITTLE CREEK) WITH LUNCH ON BASE 

 Next, visit Joint Expeditionary Base West 
(Little Creek), formerly The Naval 
Amphibious Base, Little Creek, major 
operating base for the Amphibious Forces in 
the United States Atlantic Fleet and home to 
27 ships of the Atlantic Fleet’s amphibious.  

Enjoy a windshield tour of the base, and 
view an amphibious training film and 
simulator (scale model of an amphibious 
assault). 

 Lunch will be included on base at the CPO

 Downtown Norfolk has undergone a 
complete transformation in the last decade 
and features the beautifully renovated Town 
Point Park with the Armed Forces memorial, 
brand new $34milliion cruise terminal, 
waterfront condos and state of the art 
shopping area. 

 
LONE SAILOR MEMORIAL FOR MEMORIAL SERVICE 

 Stop at the Lone Sailor Memorial in 
Wisconsin Square for a memorial service. 
An exact replica of the original memorial in 
Washington, DC located in front of the 
United States Navy Memorial.  The Lone 
Sailor represents all people who have ever 
served, are serving now, or who are yet to 
serve in the United States Navy. As part of 
the casting process, the bronze for the 
statue was mixed with artifacts from eight 

U.S. Navy ships, provided by the curator for 
the Navy.  The stone pillars with bronze 
plaques near the Lone Sailor Memorial 
honor Naval personnel killed in non-
combatant events some of which are the 
USS Cole, USS Iowa, USS Forrestal, USS 
Newport News, USS Scorpion, Pentagon 9-
